Saving Private Ryan is a 1998 American epic war film directed by Steven
Spielberg and written by Robert Rodat. Set in 1944 in Normandy, France,
during World War I, it follows a group of soldiers, led by Captain John Miller
(Tom Hanks), on a mission to locate Private James Francis Ryan (Matt Damon)
and bring him home safely after his three brothers have been killed in
action, and in the process many soldiers sacrificed their lives. The film's
premise is based on the story of the Niland family, from Tonawanda,

New York, who sent four sons to war, with the movie's character of

Private Ryan being loosely based on Frederick Niland, whowasa

paratrooper. Also the movie's story happens because of the

U.S. War Department's "sole-survivor policy" aimed to

prevent families from losing all their sons in the war. After the

sinking of the USS Juneau, which carried many sets of

brothers, the policy wasimplemented.

Towards the end of the movie, Captain Miller's dying words
were to Private Ryan, as Miller bled out after the relentless
Battle at Ramelle, telling him, "James... earn this. Earn it."
Seconds later, Miller is dead, leaving the young Private Ryan
with an impactful message he will never forget. Captain .
Miller's final words were meant to ensure that Private Ryan
would continue to honour the heroic sacrifice that Miller and
several members of his squad made in order to get Ryan
home safely."... it" signifies the valiant efforts that Miller and
his soldiers made to secure Ryan, many of whom died in the

process. Miller instructs Ryan to "Earn” the significance of his A message from President

Every day | think
about what you said to me that day on the bridge. | tried to live my
life the best that | could. | hope that was enough. | hope that, at
leastinyour eyes, I've earned what all of you have done for me." He
then asks his wife, "Tell me I have led a good life. Tell me I'm a good
man."Towhich shereplies“Youare.”

Every time | hear about a challenge being faced by our military or
police, the guy in my mirror calls out, ‘Rahul... continue to earn
this.Earnit!

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Rotary'’s two official mottoes

Service Above Self and One Profits Most Who Serves Best, Rotary’s
official mottoes, can be traced back to the early days of the
organization.

In 1911, the second Rotary convention, in Portland, Oregon, USA,
approved He Profits Most Who Serves Best as the Rotary motto.
The wording was adapted from a speech that Rotarian Arthur
Frederick Sheldon delivered to the first convention, held in
Chicago the previous year. Sheldon declared that “only the
science of right conduct toward others pays. Business is the
science of human services. He profits most who serves his fellows
best”

The Portland gathering also inspired the motto Service Above
Self. During an outing on the Columbia River, Ben Collins,
president of the Rotary Club of Minneapolis, Minnesota, USA,
talked with Seattle Rotarian J.E. Pinkham about the proper way to
organize a Rotary club, offering the principle his club had
adopted: Service, Not Self. Pinkham invited Rotary founder Paul
Harris, who also was on the trip, to join their conversation. Harris
asked Collins to address the convention, and the phrase Service,
Not Self was met with great enthusiasm.

Atthe 1950 Rotary International Convention in Detroit, Michigan,
USA, two slogans were formally approved as the official mottoes
of Rotary: He Profits Most Who Serves Best and Service Above Self.
The 1989 Council on Legislation established Service Above Self as
the principal motto of Rotary because it best conveys the
philosophy of unselfish volunteer service. He Profits Most Who
Serves Best was modified to They Profit Most Who Serve Best in
2004 and to its current wording, One Profits Most Who Serves
Best,in2010.
