His donations extended 
beyond monetary ones, as he empowered people with skills and opportunities to provide for 
themselves. He never had any expectations, and his only wish was that they, in turn, pay it 
forward by helping others in their own communities and beyond.

Rotary Club of Rajkot Greater had special friendship with Vijaybhai. It started in 2012 for a 
Computer Center project at Sister Nivedita IQE center, Rajkot through Rotary Matching grant 
project. Rtn. Sarju Patel and Rtn. Amit Raja first met him at Sister Nivedita School. After 
completing this project , he helped consistently to gift 10 dialysis machines to kidney hospital 
worth100,000 USD, then 1,50,000 USD Cancer treatment Brachytherapy machine, then 2,00,000 
USD CT Scan Machine, then 1,55,000 USD Operation theater equipment project which is right 
now in implementation mode.  

All above projects could not have been possible without his help. He visited our projects 2-3 times 
in last several years. He was very impressed with team, its efforts, enthusiasm, selection of 
projects and fair equal contribution.

Vijaybhai was truly an honorable man – he will be missed by us but his blessings will always be 
with us. 

Let me share on 21st November few of us along with President and Secretary attended virtual 
celebration of Vijaybhai’s life.
