Smiling makes you look confident and approachable, and it also helps to put
your audience at ease.

7. Become interested in other people. The most important thing to remember when
speaking to an audience is that you are not the most important person in the room. Your
audience is, and you need to focus on their needs and interests.

8. Vary your tone of voice. Don't drone on in a monotone voice. Use different tones to
emphasize different points and to keep your audience engaged.

9. Use simple language. Avoid using jargon or technical terms that your audience may
not understand.

10. Practice, practice, practice. The more you practice, the more confident you will be-
come, and the better your presentation will be.

Speaking”” If you follow these tips, you will be well on your way to becoming a more con-
fident and effective public speaker.
