7 Lessons from “How to solve it”

S Understand the Problem:

Draw a diagram: Visualizing the problem can often make
| it easier to understand.

Introduce suitable notation: Use symbols and variables to
represent the unknowns and simplify the problem.
Devise a Plan: Look for a pattern: Can you identify any
patterns or relationships within the problem?

Consider a simpler problem: Can you solve a simpler ver-

sion of the problem first?

Look for an analogy: Can you relate the problem to a similar problem you've
solved before?

Work backwards: Can you start with the desired outcome and work backwards
to determine the necessary steps?

Carry Out the Plan: Execute your plan carefully and systematically. Check each
step of your solution for accuracy.

Be patient and persistent. Look Back: Examine your solution: Does it make
sense? Is it reasonable?

Check your work for errors: Can you find a more elegant or efficient solution?
Can you generalize your solution to apply to other problems?

Heuristics are Key: Polya introduces several heuristic strategies, such as: Auxilia-
ry elements: Introducing auxiliary elements can sometimes simplify a problem.
Working backwards: Start with the goal and work backwards to the starting
point.

Variation of the problem: Try slightly modifying the problem to gain new in-
sights.

The Importance of Intuition: While logic and reason are crucial, intuition and
creativity also play a vital role in problem-solving.

Problem-Solving as a Skill: Problem-solving is a transferable skill that can be
applied to various aspects of life, from academic pursuits to personal challenges.
Pélya’s framework provides a valuable roadmap for tackling any problem, not
just those in mathematics. By following these steps and cultivating a prob-
lem-solving mindset, you can approach challenges with greater confidence and
creativity.
