In the true spirit of service above self, the Rotary Club of Mumbai Lakers swiftly responded to the 

tragic fire caused by a gas cylinder blast in Aarey Colony on 16th April 2025. The fire left hundreds of 

families displaced and in urgent need of support. Demonstrating compassion and quick action, the 

Lakers provided immediate relief to the affected families. A total of 300 kg of dal, 600 kg of rice, and 

essential cooking items like spices and oil were distributed to help meet the daily needs of nearly 

500 families.Understanding the importance of sustained support, the club also set up a mini kitchen 

at the site, ensuring that freshly cooked meals could be provided daily. The supplies and 

arrangements have been planned to sustain the families for at least one week, giving them critical 

support as they rebuild their lives. The Rotary Club of Mumbai Lakers remains committed to
